The Executive

The executive consists of a chair, treasurer,
secretary and 3 other elected members, as well
as the executive officer. The executive manages
the day to day business of EFTRE and meets
twice a year.

The Board

In between the conferences the Board meets
once a year. Each country has one member on
the board, elected by the organisation from that
country at the General Assembly. Board
members are responsible for liaising with
member organisations, contributing to
newsletters, updating the country reports and
planning conferences and seminars. At the
board meeting a number of seminars are run for
delegates by the host country.

The General Assembly is held as part of the
triennial conference.
